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SUBJECT: KR215/219 Belt tension adjustment with KR837 Divert

As of June 2008 we have added two L-shaped brackets to support the divert gate on the
KR215 and KR219 bases.

These brackets must be loosened where they attach to the divert gate before adjusting the

belt tension.

Failure to do so will not allow the roller to adjust and may cause the adjustment screw to

break.
